Regular Meeting – November 20, 2025
Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Llee Chapman.  A quorum of board members was in attendance via ZOOM including Llee Chapman, Gary Mulkey, Craig Ammar, Cathy Ennis and Tim Murr.  Also in attendance Mark Moore, Kyle Jacobs, Rich Franken and Anne Franken.   

There were two changes to the agenda, added as Items 8b and 8c, Tim made a motion to approve as amended, Gary seconded.  All approved

The minutes from the previous regular meeting of October 17, 2025, were presented.  Motion to approve Gary  seconded by Craig.  All approved as presented.

Gary discussed the Water financial reports and automatic bills/payments October.   Motion to approve and pay bills as presented by Gary, Tim seconded..  All approved.  

Gary also discussed the Sewer financial reports and automatic bills/payments. Motion to approve by Gary, seconded by Craig.  All approved as presented.    

Llee discussed a recent email from Ed Harlow, he states that Ed is planning on completing all this month.  Llee will forward his email to all.

No new water hookup deposits were received since last meeting.  Anne mentioned that Hone lot purchase from Froemming was recorded on November 17, 2025 and included the easement by Prigge property previously recorded in 2016.

Mark stated that water usage is down.  Mark continuously monitors for leaks and any weather concerns.  The purge will be opened once temperatures drop, as Russell Froemming has left for the season.  

Mark stated that the Southside power issue only waiting on one part for Rocky Mountain to complete for the solar.  Mark also mentioned he had to replace a couple of meters and has ordered replacements from Dahle. 

Llee stated that Jared has the recommendations for Chlorination System on paper and has it parted it for bid.  This will be pended till Spring.

Craig will be monitoring his sewer system closely this winter, hopefully repairs made have corrected the freeze problems.

The board reviewed the proposed changes to the current fee system for water and sewer hookups.  Gary made a motion for Anne to make the requested changes and forward the draft to all members as follows:   Recommendations to include increase water fees to $20,000 to align with current replacement/repair and maintenance costs for the current system.  The board will reevaluate the current sewer system to determine if the rate system also needs to be increased to meet the current times.  Removing the prorate share to property owners.  Effective date of these changes to be July 1, 2026.  And for Llee and Tim to locate a water attorney to review the final draft.  Tim seconded.  All approved to proceed.

Gary made a motion to suspend the meeting for December as previously done.  Craig seconded.  All approved.

Llee discussed request from an outside “outfitter” company requesting special use permit request for them to provide ice fishing trips.  He noted they will access from the BLM public ramp only and they will not be allowed on any private properties.  Gary made a motion to approve, Cathy seconded.  All approved and Anne will post a copy on website for all to see.
