Regular Meeting –March 20, 2026
Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 10:00 a.m. by Llee Chapman.  A quorum of board members was in attendance via ZOOM including Llee Chapman, Gary Mulkey, Craig Ammar, Tim Murr and Cathy Ennis.  Also in attendance Mark Moore and Anne Franken.    

There were no changes to the Agenda, Tim made a motion to approve Craig seconded.  All approved

The minutes from the previous regular meeting of February 2026, were presented.  Motion to approve by Tim,, Craig seconded.  All approved as presented.

Gary discussed the Water financial reports and automatic bills/payments February.  Motion to approve and pay bills as presented by Gary, Tim seconded..  All approved.  

Gary also discussed the Sewer financial reports and automatic bills/payments. Motion to approve by Gary, seconded by Craig.  All approved as presented.    

Mark discussed the telemetry system is working smoothly.  Ed needs to send another controller to fix a visibility issue on the system.  Will be approximately $100 for part.  They will contact Ed to get on his schedule for training of all.

No new water hookup deposits were received since last meeting.  We will continue to follow.

Mark stated that water usage is constant however someone was running water for a time, it doubled usage for a couple of days.  Mark spent extra time checking meters looking for leaks and could not locate any. However now usage is back to normal.   He assumes someone just left water on by mistake.

Craig’s system has been ok this year and remains hopeful repairs made have corrected the freeze problems.

Resolution 26-01 was read for third and final time and a motion by Tim, seconded by Craig to accept and adopt the new changes to be effective July 1, 2026. All approved.  It is noted that all hookups in progress have been advised by Llee of the new fee schedule.  The Resolution 26-01 has been posted to the website, as required.  Llee asked Anne to send a copy of the new Resolution to those currently working on water/sewer hookups.  Anne mentioned that the forms will be updated accordingly prior to effective date, and will keep on agenda until completed.
